The Pastor's Reflection
"It is better for you to enter into
life maimed than with two hands to
go into Gehenna, into the
unquenchable fire." (Mk 9: 43)

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ:

Oftentimes, non-believers wrongly think that our religion is
oppressive to human flourishing. There is a misconception
that "no" is the most common word in our Christian
vocabulary. While it is true that the 10 Commandments
include the words "thou shalt not", they are ultimately
focused on re-directing our hearts and minds to act.

Why does God tell us to not do certain things? Doesn't the
Lord want us to be happy? The answer is that the Lord
wants us to "have life and have it abundantly" (Jn 10:10).
Those who surrender to every disordered impulse will
never actually be happy. In fact, the opposite is true. Our
brothers and sisters who fall into repeated sin know this
from experience. It will ruin one's life. The pleasure that is
felt at the beginning starts to lose its power, and everything
in that person's life is reduced to chasing that illusive
unrepeatable experience.

When we put God at the centre of our lives, we are not
repressed but living to our full capacity. This of course
doesn't mean that temptation will cease. Nevertheless, we
will do everything possible to not give into it for the sake of
our eternal salvation. After all, isn't eternal salvation the
most important destination of our spiritual journey? What
can be more important than following Jesus in this life so
as to be with him in the new heavens and earth?

Let us ask the Lord for the gift of wisdom. According to St.
Thomas Aquinas, wisdom is both the knowledge of and
judgment about “divine things” and the ability to judge
and direct human affairs according to divine truth
(Catholic Answers). This gift of the Holy Spirit will help us
know the good and choose to do it for the love of God and
our neighbour. May the Lord "bestow his spirit upon them
all!" (Nm 11:29)
