“If you, O Lord, should mark iniquities, Lord, who could stand? But with you is found forgiveness, O 
God of Israel.”             (Psalm 129. 3-4) 
 

 

Weekly Biblical Reflection  
 

“Then Jesus said to the Samaritan, ‘Get up and go on 
your way; your faith has made you well.” 
 
Today’s Gospel invites us to reflect on two important 
aspects of the Christian faith: healing and salvation. The 
passage recounts a great miracle of Jesus: ten lepers cry 
out to Him from a distance, asking to be healed, and 
Jesus cures them with a single command. This event 
strikes us as a mighty display of divine power. However, 
the evangelist Luke focuses more attention on one 
particular leper—the Samaritan—who turns back to 
thank God and Jesus for the favor he has received. 
 
This detail is deeply significant. The evangelist reminds 
us of what truly matters: salvation. In fact, the phrase 
“your faith has made you well” can also be translated as 
“your faith has saved you.” Physical suffering is indeed 
difficult to bear, and it is right and just to ask God for 
healing. Nevertheless, we must not fall into the trap of 
believing that physical health is more important than 
spiritual health. While all ten lepers were cured of their 
physical ailments, only the Samaritan was healed in both 
body and spirit. 
 
Jesus rejoices in the faith of this man because He knows 
that only faith can keep a person in right relationship with 
God the Father. As long as we live in this world, we will 
always face challenges. Yet Jesus invites us not merely to 
ask that our problems disappear, but to ask for 
faith—faith that allows us to recognize God’s presence 
and action even in the midst of our trials.
