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SUNDAY OF DIVINE MERCY

“Recetve the joy of your glory; giving thanks to God, who has called you into the heavenly

Ringdom, alleluia.”
Weekly Biblical Reflection

On the evening of that day, the first day of the week, the
doors being shut where the disciples were, for fear of the
Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said to
them, “Peace be with you.” (John 20:19)

Imagine how distraught the disciples are, right after
Jesus’ crucifixion. Though their anxiety is quite minimal
compared to Jesus’ passion and death, those disciples still
taste some of Jesus’ ordeal due to all their fond memories
together. We, too, are invited, year after year, to taste
Jesus’ passion and death during Lent, but why dwell
upon Lent when we are already celebrating the most
joyous time of the year—Easter? Jesus is truly risen,
alleluia! Still, our Easter joy grows proportionately with
the degree of suffering we endured during Lent. Take
note that I write “suffering we endured” and not
“suffering we sought out.” The challenge of living the
Catholic faith authentically can seem insurmountable
because I think I must do it all on my own, according to
my own plans. [ commit to sacrificing something during
Lent, just like how I commit to better health in the New
Year, only to give up pre-emptively because it does not
matter to me much. Only by the revealing yet gentle light
of the Holy Spirit can I plumb my heart thoroughly and
root out unhealthy habits (i.e., things that lead me astray
from a meaningful life).

Today’s Gospel begins with the disciples still on their
Lenten journey, albeit at the very end of it. It is at the
height of despair that they come to realize their utter
dependency on God. This is the message of Divine
Mercy Sunday, which we celebrate today. Jesus grants us
peace, not in the sense of living in a world without war
and persecution, but the peace of being in right
relationship with God. And our only part in this
relationship is simply receiving from God everything He
wants to give us. We then respond with love, through our
words and actions. In His infinite compassion, God gives
us more time to finally ask for His help, instead of trying
to earn heaven on our own. By inviting the Holy Spirit
into my heart, I can identify those areas of my life that I
hold on to, denying God’s help. True peace comes from
the realization that I am a child of God, and that He
orders everything towards my everlasting happiness.
Convinced of this, I am awoken from the illusion of
self-complacency, and I even become more open to those
around me. So, imagine how distraught the disciples are,
right after Jesus’ crucifixion, thinking that they are left

alone in their misery. And then imagine their profound
joy when Jesus appears to them. Undergoing their
purification from self-complacency, they have clearer
eyes to behold Jesus in all His selfless glory.
