Weekly Biblical Reflection

“Truly, truly, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the
Son of man and drink his blood, you have no life in you.”
(John 6:53)

When I was about seven years old, I almost fell into the
Persian Gulf.

I had wandered away from my parents and onto the edge
of the fish market where the concrete meets the sea, and I
was surrounded by Arabic men wearing long white robes
and red headdresses. It was night. Suddenly, I slipped on
the wet concrete. My arms flew up into the air, as time
slowed down and my heart thumped faster, with only the
black expanse of the sea looming larger in my view. | was
thrust upwards as two hands grabbed me by the armpits
and set me back down on the concrete. With my heart
still racing, I quickly turned around to look at my rescuer,
but I saw no one. It was as if no one had even noticed
what had just happened. Amidst the bustle of the market,
however, there was one person who stood out. He was
wearing a long white robe just like so many others, but he
was the only one without a headdress. Disappearing into
the crowd, he left me no evidence of his identity, save for
his long flowing hair.

I hold on to this memory, from so many years ago, as an
early example of Jesus’ saving action in my life. As
humans created by God, we are all recipients of God’s
life: a remarkably intelligent soul breathed into our
bodies of clay (cf. Genesis 2:7). Because of original sin,
however, this pervading presence of God is pushed out of
my life, and the longer I live under the influence of sin,
the further I get from God. Yes, God can redeem anyone
and in any way according to His unfathomable plan, but
He already gives us secure means of salvation so that we
do not have to keep guessing blindly. We call these
means the Sacraments, and all throughout Scripture,
Jesus gives His disciples these visible signs of love and
mercy, drawing us back to the Father, from the dark and
frightful waters of sin, and back into the parents’
embrace. Today, on this beautiful feast of Corpus Christi
(the Most Sacred Body and Blood of Jesus), let us behold
the Eucharist not merely as a symbol. Truly, it is the life
of Jesus given up for you.
